Give Thanks - For Physical Blessings

* “Beware that you do not forget the Lord your God by not
keeping His commandments, His judgments, and His
Statutes which | command you today, lest — when you
have eaten and are full, and have built beautiful houses
and dwell in them; and when your herds and your flocks
multiply, and your silver and your gold are multiplied, and
all that you have is multiplied; when your heart is lifted
up, and you forget the Lord your God who brought you
out of the land of Egypt, from the house of bondage; ...
then you say in your heart, ‘My power and the might of
my hand have gained me this wealth.” And you shall
remember the Lord your God, for it is He who gives you
power to get wealth...” Deut 8:11-19
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Give Thanks - For Physical Blessings

» Especially for things easily taken for granted
« Spouse, family
* Food, clothing, shelter
« Job/income, rain/fruitful seasons (Acts 14:17)
 Electricity, electronics, car, plumbing, etc.
* Health, vision/taste/etc., ability to walk/talk
* Medicines, diagnostics, doctors & nurses
* Relative economic/political stability
« Government, law enforcement, fire protection




Give Thanks - For Spiritual Blessings

» “Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus
Christ, who has blessed us with every spiritual
blessing in the heavenly places in Christ,” Eph 1:3

* “Rejoice in the Lord always. Again | will say,
rejoice!” Phil. 4:4

* “My brethren, count it all joy when you fall into
various trials, knowing that the testing of your faith
produces patience.” James 1:2-3




Give Thanks - For Spiritual Blessings

» Especially for things easily taken for granted
Jesus’ sacrifice for our sins, forgiveness
Preserved Bible, study aids
* Freedom of assembly / freedom of worship
* Local congregation & fellow Christians
* Prayer
* Or things that are difficult (1 Pet. 4:13)
« Hard economic times, sickness, trials/persecution,
loss of a loved one, etc.

Make Requests for Ourselves

“Therefore | say to you, do not worry about your life, what you
will eat or what you will drink; nor about your body, what you
will put on. Is not life more than food and the body more than
clothing? ... But seek first the kingdom of God and His
righteousness, and all these things shall be added to you.”
Matt. 6:25-34

“If you then, being evil, know how to give good gifts to your
children, how much more will your Father who is in heaven
give good things to those who ask Him!"

* Or people that are difficult to pray for

Sinners Rom. 10:1, enemies/persecutors
Matt. 5:43-45
