Inspiration still in the Word

®* Inspiration places God's word for the first
time into the minds of man. It still had to
be applied and obeyed.

® Those who received God's word in the first
century were in no better position than we
are today. Miracles /inspiration that were
in earthen vessels, now in the Word.



Without the Word ... No Faith

* The 10 plagues, red sea, manna, Mt Sinal
were not enough to keep Israel from making
a golden calf.

® Jesus miracles & resurrection not enough to
bring most of Israel to repent.

® Yet multitudes today who never saw 10
plagues, Red Sea, Mt Sinal or any of Jesus
miracles get greater benefits from all these
signs than those who lived to see them. What
IS the key Ingredient?
