God made it clear to Jeremiah that this is not 
limited to Israel, but applies to all nations. 

Then I went down to the potter's house, and there 
he was, making something at the wheel. 4 And the 
vessel that he made of clay was marred in the 
hand of the potter; so he made it again into 
another vessel, as it seemed good to the potter to 
make. 5 Then the word of the Lord  came to me, 
saying: 6 "O house of Israel, can I not do with you 
as this potter?" says the Lord "Look, as the clay is 
in the potter's hand, so are you in My hand, O 
house of Israel! Jer 18:3-10



7 The instant I speak concerning a nation and 
concerning a kingdom, to pluck up, to pull 
down, and to destroy it,  8 if that nation 
against whom I have spoken turns from its 
evil, I will relent of the disaster that I thought 
to bring upon it.

For plundering and violence 
are before me; There is strife, and contention 
arises. 4 Therefore the law is powerless, And 
justice never goes forth. For the wicked surround 
the righteous; Therefore perverse judgment 
proceeds. Hab 1:

5 "Look among the nations and watch — Be 
utterly astounded! For I will work a work in 
your days Which you would not believe, 
though it were told you. 6 For indeed I am 
raising up the Chaldeans, A bitter and hasty 
nation Which marches through the breadth of 
the earth, To possess dwelling places that are 
not theirs. 



12 Are You not from everlasting, O Lord my God, 
my Holy One? We shall not die. O Lord, You have 
appointed them for judgment; O Rock, You have 
marked them for correction. 13 You are of purer 
eyes than to behold evil, And cannot look on 
wickedness. Why do You look on those who deal 
treacherously, And hold Your tongue when the 
wicked devours A person more righteous than he? 
14 Why do You make men like fish of the sea, Like 
creeping things that have no ruler over them? 

He doesn’t understand why God would allow 
things to get to this extreme.

God’s Final Decree:

2 Then the Lord answered me and said: "Write the 
vision And make it plain on tablets, That he may 
run who reads it. 3 For the vision is yet for an 
appointed time; But at the end it will speak, and it 
will not lie. Though it tarries, wait for it; Because 
it will surely come, It will not tarry. 4 "Behold the 
proud, His soul is not upright in him; But the just 
shall live by his faith. 



Jesus in 33 ad had prophesied Jerusalem’s 
Desructionm in thier lifetime (Mt. 24:34).

Hebrews was written some time in the 60's 
probably 63-66 ad and was destroyed in 70 ad. 

For you have need of endurance, so that after 
you have done the will of God, you may receive 
the promise: 37 "For yet a little while, And He 
who is coming will come and will not tarry.  38 
Now the just shall live by faith; But if anyone 
draws back, My soul has no pleasure in him."  
39 But we are not of those who draw back to 
perdition, but of those who believe to the saving 
of the soul. Heb. 10:36-39



1. We must remain righteous. There can be 
no compromise. Our faith in God is key at 
such times. We have to trust Him.

2. We cannot Compromise Truth Scripture 
is absolute, we must hold fast

3. Our Faith cannot waver. No matter what 
stand we must take, we must trust God.
