These churches led into error by false teachers.
These things will occur! Never “if” only “when” 



That which has been is what will be, That which 
is done is what will be done, And there is 
nothing new under the sun.

Paul captured this in Corinth.

For first of all, when you come together as a 
church, I hear that there are divisions among 
you, and in part I believe it. 19 For there 
must also be factions among you, that those 
who are approved may be recognized among 
you. 1Cor 11:18-20



I charge you therefore before God and the Lord 
Jesus Christ, who will judge the living and the 
dead at His appearing and His kingdom: 2 
Preach the word! Be ready in season and out of 
season. Convince, rebuke, exhort, with all 
longsuffering and teaching. 3 For the time will 
come when they will not endure sound doctrine, 
but according to their own desires, because they 
have itching ears, they will heap up for 
themselves teachers; 4 and they will turn their 
ears away from the truth, and be turned aside to 
fables.

Beloved, while I was very diligent to write to 
you concerning our common salvation, I found 
it necessary to write to you exhorting you to 
contend earnestly for the faith which was once 
for all delivered to the saints. 4 For certain 
men have crept in unnoticed, who long ago 
were marked out for this condemnation, 
ungodly men, who turn the grace of our God 
into lewdness and deny the only Lord God and 
our Lord Jesus Christ. Jude 3-4



And this occurred because of false brethren 
secretly brought in (who came in by stealth to 
spy out our liberty which we have in Christ 
Jesus, that they might bring us into bondage), 5 
to whom we did not yield submission even for 
an hour, that the truth of the gospel might 
continue with you.

They went out from us, but they were not of us; 
for if they had been of us, they would have 
continued with us; but they went out that they 
might be made manifest, that none of them were 
of us.
