Jesus the Son of God — by Prophesy

One of the most unique qualities about the Bible
IS prophecy. A huge risk on a human level

when a prophet speaks in the name of the Lord,
If the thing does not happen or come to pass,
that is the thing which the Lord has not spoken;
the prophet has spoken it presumptuously; you
shall not be afraid of him. Deut 18:22

An entire book disqualified if one prophecy fails
Prophecy alone Is powerful enough to convince:
1 There 1s a God

2 The Bible 1s God’s Word

3 Jesus Is the Son of God.
