Put off Old … Put on New

• Therefore put to death your members which are on 

the earth: fornication, uncleanness, passion, evil 

desire, and covetousness, which is idolatry.

• This is what was removed by the circumcision of 

Christ made without hands.

• 8 But now you yourselves are to put off all these: anger, 

wrath, malice, blasphemy, filthy language out of your 
mouth. 9 Do not lie to one another, since you have put off 
the old man with his deeds, 10 and have put on the new 
man who is renewed in knowledge according to the 
image of Him who created him, Col 3:8-11

• whom He foreknew, He also predestined to be conformed 
to the image of His Son, that He might be the firstborn 
among many brethren. 30 Moreover whom He 
predestined, these He also called; whom He called, these 
He also justified; and whom He justified, these He also 
glorified. Rom 8:29-30

• I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies 

of God, that you present your bodies a living 

sacrifice, holy, acceptable to God, which is your 

reasonable service. 2 And do not be conformed 

to this world, but be transformed by the 

renewing of your mind, that you may prove what 

is that good and acceptable and perfect will of 

God. Rom 12:1-3



Transformed 
◼ metamorphóo, from metá (3326), denoting change of 

place or condition, and morphóo (3445),  to form.  To 
transform, transfigure, change one's form. (Complete 
Word Study Dictionary: NT:3339)

◼ The gospel makes this metamorphosis possible. 

◼ The power of baptism is equivalent to the caterpillar 
becoming a butterfly. 

◼ But our metamorphosis can’t be compete until we 
add on our part. We have to put off the old and put 
on the new. 

◼ Here … the metamorphosis is completed “by the 
renewing of your mind. 



For I have come down from heaven, not to do 
My own will, but the will of Him who sent Me. 
John 6:38-39

When we are conformed to that image, the 
metamorphosis is reaching completion. 

But we all, with unveiled face, beholding as in a 
mirror the glory of the Lord, are being 
transformed* into the same image from glory to 
glory, just as by the Spirit of the Lord. 2 Cor 
3:18

metamorphóo, (Same word as Rom 12:1-2)

True metamorphosis = God’s Will
