The Spiritual Application

* For every kind of beast and bird, of reptile and
creature of the sea, IS tamed and has been tamed
by mankind. Jas 3.7

* \What we have been taught to fear and dread.
* A fascination and amazing paradox when tamed.

* But no man can tame the tongue. It is an unruly
evil, full of deadly poison. Jas. 3:8

* The same fear and dread we have felt since our
youth for the dangers around us must also be felt
for our tongue.

* Whenever we are speaking, we must be cautious
here Is grave danger lurking in our next words




A Restless Evil

Restless - unstable, unsettled,

Inconstant, cannot be restrained
What we fear in a tamed animal.
They can be calm one moment
Then strike and kill without warning the next.
So also our tongue can be kind & gentle.
The next moment poisoned and deadly.
We must learn to live with this understanding.



The Grave Danger

Instability of emotion brings different words
Love — Anger
Tenderness — Bitterness
Closeness — Jealousy
Friendship — Greed Covetness

As our emotions change (in an Instant) the
words of our mouth also change.
