Joshua’s words to Israel were spoken at the end of 
his life. At the beginning of the book we learn the 
instructions that led him to take that stand.

What can man do to 
me?"  Heb 13:5-6

15 "If you love Me, keep My commandments. 

21 He who has My commandments and keeps them, 
it is he who loves Me. And he who loves Me will be 
loved by My Father, and I will love him and 
manifest Myself to him." Jn 14:21

If you keep My commandments, you will abide in 
My love, just as I have kept My Father's 
commandments and abide in His love. Jn 15:10

Teaching them to observe all things that I have 
commanded you and I will be with you always. 



It takes great courage today to”

If anyone among you thinks he is religious, 
and does not bridle his tongue but deceives 
his own heart, this one’s religion is useless. 
James 1:26-27

If we are to serve God’s purpose in our own 
generation we must always be thinking about 
God’s will and purpose. 

but in your hearts regard Christ the Lord as 
holy, always being prepared to make a 
defense to anyone who asks you for a reason 
for the hope that is in you; 1 Peter 3:15-16



Finally, brethren, whatever things are true, 
whatever things are noble, whatever things are 
just, whatever things are pure, whatever things are 
lovely, whatever things are of good report, if there 
is any virtue and if there is anything praiseworthy 
— meditate on these things. Phil 4:8-9

Now these were more noble-minded than those in 
Thessalonica, for they received the word with 
great eagerness, examining the Scriptures daily to 
see whether these things were so. Acts 17:11-12
