Eternal Judgment

®* Therefore, leaving the discussion of the elementary

More Tolerable

* And you, Capernaum, who are exalted to heaven,
will be brought down to Hades; for If the mighty
works which were done in you had been done in
Sodom, it would have remained until this day. 24
But | say to you that it shall be more tolerable for
the land of Sodom in the day of judgment than for
you." Mt 11:21-24

®* This fits exactly with the truth that In “the day of
wrath and revelation of the righteous judgment,

God ‘will render to each one according to his
deeds” (Rom. 2:5-6).




A Perplexing Dilemma

can It be more tolerable for some than others?

* How can God “render to each one according to his
deeds,” if everyone, regardless of what they have
done, Is rendered the exact same punishment?

®* In the day of wrath and revelation of the righteous
judgment of God, 6 who "will render to each one
according to his deeds": 7 eternal life to those who
by patient continuance in doing good seek for
glory, honor, and immortality; 8 but to those who
are self-seeking and do not obey the truth, but obey
unrighteousness — indignation and wrath, 9
tribulation and anguish, on every soul of man who
does evil, of the Jew first and also of the Greek;
Rom 2:5-10

® All Scripture must be harmonized to know the
truth. We can’t take any passage so far that it
violates another passage.

some and some will be beaten with many and others
with stripes?

* They are both true. Although we can’t understand
how this can be done, the Lord does.




What we Must all Agree Upon

* Yet regardless of such perplexing questions one
thing remains clear.

* since it Is a righteous thing with God to repay with
tribulation those who trouble you,

* when the Lord Jesus Is revealed from heaven with
His mighty angels, in flaming fire taking vengeance
on those who do not know God, and on those who do
not obey the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ. These
shall be punished with everlasting destruction from
the presence of the Lord and from the glory of His
power” 2Th. 1.6-10
